UNIFORM FITTING - with direction from a member of the uniform committee, you help
students try on uniforms.

MEASURING HEMS - pant hems need to be a certain length and we will teach you how to
do this. No sewing experience necessary!

HATS AND GLOVES - fitting students with the correct hat and glove size.

UNIFORM CHECK - making sure students have stopped at each station and their uniform
hems are ready fo be sewn.

SEWING HEMS -A very minimal amount of sewing skill is necessary for this job.
(HONEST!). We have experienced people who will feach you how to hem and we provide
all the items necessary for sewing. We need as many people as we can get for this job.

UNIFORM PACKING - preparing hats, gloves, polo shirts, etc. and putting all required
items into uniform bags and hanging them on the uniform racks provided.

OUTSIDE FIELD ASSISTANCE- providing water/ice on the field, and other outside
duties as required.

INSIDE CHECK-IN AND SNACK TABLE- help check-in students in the morning set up and
monitor the snack and water area throughout the day.
